And soon, | hope to be in a position to say ... never have | ever ... seen such boldness, unity
and clarity around our policy goals and accomplishments. And then, | think we can bend the
rules a bit and all drink to that!

Expiration of IN's Eviction Moratorium

Indiana’s eviction moratorium expired on Friday, August 14, per Governor Holcomb’s
decision. The Hoosier Housing Needs Coalition has continued to advocate for tenant
protections and a Housing_Stability Yardstick and Stability Dashboard. The HHNC is also
calling on Indiana courts to issue a Court Order for renter protections, with an articulated
Housing Stability policy plan.

In a webinar hosted last week by Prosperity Indiana, “Preparing Hoosiers for the End of
Indiana’s Eviction Moratorium,” resources were provided for Hoosier tenants. Panelists
included Jeff Bennett (Deputy Mayor of Community Development, City of Indianapolis),
Brandon Beeler (Housing Law Center Director, Indiana Legal Services), Jennifer Layton
(President/CEOQ, Lafayette Transitional Housing), and Mandla Moyo (Director of Community
Engagement, AARP Indiana). If you missed the webinar, view the recording_here to hear the
discussion.

The Indiana Assets & Opportunity Network (A&QO), a program of Prosperity Indiana,
participated in the Stop the Debt Trap Coalition's Week of Action. The A&O Network and
partners advocated for consumer protections during the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic.

OCRA Planning Grant
Cycle Now Open

The Office of Community
and Rural Affairs (OCRA)
announced the Planning
Grant program is now
open for applications.
The goal of the program
is to encourage
communities to plan for
long-term community
development.

The application deadline
is 4 p.m. on Thursday,
October 15, 2020.

Fund Increases for
State and Indianapolis
Rental Assistance
Programs

Indianapolis' City-County
Council assisted in
adding $7.5 million to the
current Rental Assistance
Program for Marion
County.

Originally, the City-
County Council approved
$15 million for the
program. Funding came
from the $80 million the
city received from the
federal CARES Act. The
additional $7.5 million
was added after
Governor Eric Holcomb
added increased the
state rental assistance
program by $15 million.

Applications are currently
on a waitlist for
Indianapolis (Marion
County), but tenants are
encouraged to add their
name to the list.

The state program now
has a total of $40 million
available to renters in the
state except those in
Marion County. The
state's program deadline
for applications is
Wednesday, August 26,
2020, at 11:59 p.m.

Long-term Housing
Affordability for Our
Communities

An article in Shelterforce
highlights the importance
of housing affordability
for our communities for
long-term COVID-19
response and recovery.
The author noted that,
"increasing national racial
equity and resilience
requires an
intersectional, cross-
sectoral, coordinated
approach of which
housing is only one
piece."

Suggested solutions
include linking financial
assistance to long-term
affordability, giving
community organizations
priority to purchase rental
properties and remain
committed to affordability,
acquiring vacant
properties, and more.

Census Ending
Counting Efforts Early

Census on September
30, 2020. This includes
door-to-door, phone,
mail, and online response
collection.

This update is intended
to, "accelerate the
completion of data
collection and
apportionment counts by
our statutory deadline of
December 31, 2020, as
required by law and
directed by the Secretary
of Commerce," according
to Director Steven
Dillingham in the written
statement posted on the
bureau's website.

The 2020 Census is
crucial for informing how
federal funds are
allocated to states and
communities.
Additionally, the Census
determines how many
seats in Congress each
state is provided.

Prosperity Now's Latest
Report

Prosperity Now has
released, “How are the
Most Vulnerable
Households Navigating
the Financial Impact of
COVID-197?" During June
and July 2020, Prosperity
Now conducted a
national survey of over
2,000 lower-income
households. Highlights of
their findings include:

-Nearly 40% of lower-
income households feel
worse off financially as a
result of the pandemic.

-About 84% of all lower-
income households
surveyed received the
Economic Impact
Payment (EIP).
Households self-
identified as White were
roughly eight percentage
points more likely to
receive a stimulus check
than their Black or Latino
counterparts.

-Common strategies
lower-income households
relied on to navigate the
financial impact of
COVID-19 included using
the Economic Impact
Payment, resorting to
savings, skipping bill
payments, and filing
taxes to obtain a refund.

General Information & Precautions

» Wash your hands for 20 seconds.

» Clean and disinfect frequently
touched surfaces daily.

» Avoid touching your face.

» Encourage teleworking when
feasible.

» Practice social distancing when
possible and avoid close contact
with others. This may include
staggering work schedules and
decreasing social contact in the
workplace.

Decisions about the implementation of
community measures will be made by
local and state officials, in consultation
with federal officials as appropriate, and
based on the scope of the outbreak and
the severity of illness. Implementation will
require extensive community engagement
with ongoing and transparent public
health communications (CDC).

Prosperity Indiana's Response

As of July 15, Prosperity Indiana team
members are able to return to the office
to work. Staff will be rotating days that
they are present in the office. While most
team members continue to work remotely
at this time, we have compiled the
following information about our return to
work plan.

Our re-opening plan includes:

e Limiting staff in the office to no
more than three at a time and
fewer than 10 short-term,
staggered visitors daily to allow for
physical distancing

¢ Providing adequate PPE for staff
and visitors, along with extra hand
sanitizing supplies, tissues and
wipes for high touch surfaces.

¢ Implementing a return-to-work plan
that complies with the Back on
Track Roadmap, CDC, Indiana
Department of Health, and OSHA
guidelines.
